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CAMP PHILOSOPHY 
Our camps provide a safe and fun environment, provide positive  
role models, age appropriate activities, and promote healthy 
lifestyles.

REGISTRATION 
Please fill out the forms (registration, emergency contact and  
health assessment) located at the back of this guide and bring  
them with you when you are ready to register your child. Upper 
Bucks YMCA and DPW (Department of Public Welfare) childcare 
regulations do not allow campers to attend without a completed 
registration packet. All registrations are on a first come, first  
served limited-space basis.

A $25 per week, non-refundable deposit will be required for 
registration for each week of camp. The $25 deposit will be applied 
to the total fee for the camp session. No child will be placed on a 
camp roster without a deposit.

Working parents may get a tax break since camp expenses qualify 
as deductible childcare.

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GENERAL INFORMATION
PAYMENTS 
Camp payments are to be made at the Upper Bucks YMCA, 401 
Fairview Avenue, Quakertown. Payments must be paid in full seven 
(7) days prior to the start of the camp session. A $25 per child late 
fee will be assessed for all balances after the payment due date.

TITLE XX ASSISTANCE  
Only our Traditional Day Camp may be covered by Title XX 
subsidized childcare. All Title XX applicants must make an 
appointment to register by contacting Sandi Robb at  
215-536-YMCA(9622)x130 or sandi.robb@ubymca.org. 

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE 
Through the generosity of community donations, funds are available 
for financial assistance. Based on the availability, and space in the 
camp(s), qualifying families will not be turned away due to their 
inability to pay. If your child needs financial assistance to attend 
camp, please fill out a financial assistance application, available 
at the Y or online at www.ubymca.org. Please allow four (4) weeks 
for processing. Applications for 2012 summer day camps are due 
by April 1, 2012. Applications received after this date will be 
processed subject to availability of funds and space.

CAMP ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE 
Please escort your child to the location indicated under each camp 
listed in this brochure. Parents/guardians are required to sign-
in and sign-out their child with a counselor. In order to provide 
the best protection for your child we cannot release him/her to 
anyone who is not listed on the emergency form, unless we receive 
written permission from you. You may also fax written permission to 
the camp office at 215-538-2592. Our staff may request a photo 
identification of a pick-up person as proof of identity. We will not 
accept telephone instructions regarding the release of your child, 
unless it is an emergency. Please do not ask our staff to violate 
this policy as we have the best interest of your child in mind. 

LATE PICK UPS 
Campers remaining past 6:00 pm will be charged $1 per minute.  
If this occurs more than three (3) times, a meeting will be  
scheduled with the parent and the Camp Director and a $50 late  
fee will be assessed. 

INSURANCE 
The Y carries general liability insurance. Parents/Guardians are 
responsible for providing their own medical insurance coverage and 
policy number on their child’s emergency contact form. Parents/
Guardians are also responsible for notifying the staff of any change 
in coverage.

LUNCHES/SNACKS 
Parents/Guardians are responsible for supplying a healthy lunch 
and/or snack with a beverage, if applicable (please see specific camp 
listings). For safety, please send your child’s lunch in a cooler with 
an ice pack. Many of our parents freeze a beverage, like a fruit juice 
box, and pack it frozen into their child’s cooler so that it will still be 
chilled at lunchtime. In the event that your child forgets their lunch, 
the camp staff will contact you and ask you to bring a lunch as soon 
as possible. 

LOST AND FOUND 
Although we make every effort to recover lost items, the Y is not 
responsible for lost items including money. Items not claimed by 
September 1 will be donated to the Salvation Army Thrift Store.

RAINY DAYS 
Camp is operational on rainy days but some activities may be 
modified for indoors. As much as safety allows, we will continue 
activities outside so please send rain gear and/or dress your child 
in clothes that can get muddy. NO activities will take place outside 
during severe weather or thunderstorms. Credit or refunds will be 
issued only if the Y is closed.

 
BEHAVIOR AND DISCIPLINE 
Our camp staff will model expected behavior and help children set 
clear rules. Staff will provide structure and routine to the daily 
schedule and intervene promptly to provide coaching to promote 
children’s development of respect for others. It is our policy to 
keep misbehavior in perspective, recognizing that every infraction 
does not warrant attention and identifying those that can be used 
as learning opportunities. It is also our policy to resolve conflict 
with non-violent means. Similarly, we must insist that children 
participating in our programs refrain from threatening and violent 
behavior towards staff or other children. Behavior that infringes 
upon the safety of the child or other children such as attempting 
to leave a supervised area without permission, bullying, or abusive 
acts towards others, is considered chronically disruptive behavior. 
Chronically disruptive behavior will be dealt with in the following 
manner:

•	 A verbal warning will be given to the child along with a reminder  
	 of acceptable behavior.

•	 If the behavior continues, the child and staff person will  
	 complete a discipline referral sheet.

•	 In the event of a second discipline referral, and/or if the child  
	 continues to require constant staff attention, a meeting will be  
	 scheduled with the appropriate Camp Director, appropriate  
	 staff, and parent/guardian in order to determine conditions for  
	 the child remaining in the program.

The Y reserves the right to suspend or remove a child from camp. 
Please remember program termination results only when the Y camp 
program is unable to meet the child’s needs. It is not the child’s 
failure. No refunds will be made for the remainder of the camp 
session if this occurs.
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GENERAL INFORMATION
ILLNESS 
Parents/Guardians will always be notified promptly when their child 
is found to have a fever or appears to be sick. A child should not 
attend camp with: 
•	 A fever 
•	 Pink eye – until 24 hours after treatment is started 
•	 Scabies, head lice, or other infestation – until after treatment  
	 is started and child is nit free. To return the child to camp,  
	 parents/guardians must bring proof of treatment (the shampoo  
	 package, nit comb, etc). The staff will continue head checks  
	 for 10 – 14 days. 
The following contagious diseases require a physician’s written 
release to return to camp: tuberculosis, mumps, impetigo, hepatitis 
A, chicken pox, measles, rubella, shingles, strep throat, pertussis 
(whooping cough), herpetic gingivostomatitis.

MEDICATIONS 
Under the provisions of Department of Public Welfare regulations, 
camp staff may not dispense medication of any type, including 
over-the-counter medications, without a physician’s current written 
instructions and written consent from the child’s parent/guardian. 
All medications must be kept in their original child-resistant 
containers, labeled with the original prescription label, and should 
be handed to the camp staff on duty. Staff will have the parent/
guardian complete the daily medicine log giving them permission 
to administer the medication to your child. Medication will not be 
used beyond the date of expiration on the container or beyond the 
expiration of instructions provided by the physician.

FIRST AID AND EMERGENCIES 
A staff member will assess all injuries, provide first aid and report 
to the parent/guardian on an accident report. When the injury is 
more serious then day-to-day scrapes and bruises, staff will call 
the parent/guardian and alert them to the injury and to the care 
the child has received. In the event of a very serious injury or 
emergency, the parent/guardian will be notified after the emergency 
medical service has been contacted. First aid kits are available at 
each camp location along with a copy of each child’s emergency 
contact forms. First aid kits and the children’s emergency forms 
accompany the group to all offsite locations.

WAITING LIST 
If there is no space available when you register for camp, your 
child’s name will be placed on a waiting list. If an opening occurs, 
the Camp Director of that camp will notify you. Once notified of an 
opening, camp fees must be paid in full for your child’s name to be 
added to the camp roster.

 
 
 

SWIMMING  
Swim days and availability of swim time will vary with each specific 
camp program. In the event of inclement weather (i.e. thunder/
lightening), the Y pool will close. If this occurs, other activities will 
take the place of swimming. 

Pool Rules 
1.	 No running. 
2.	 Shower before entering pool. 
3.	 Hair touching shoulders must be put in a braid or bathing cap. 
4.	 Bathing suits must be appropriate: no cut-offs. 
5.	 No diving in the shallow end of the pool. All dives must be in  
	 at least 9 feet of water. 
6.	 Any child who wishes to swim in the deep end must first swim  
	 one length of the pool for the guard on duty. This needs to be  
	 done each time the child enters the pool for a new swim. 
7.	 Any child wearing a flotation device must remain within arms’  
	 reach of their parent/guardian. Only the Upper Bucks YMCA  
	 bubbles may be used for aiding a child in the water.  
	 No water wings. 
8.	 Masks, fins and snorkel will be permitted in the pool only with  
	 the permission of the lifeguard on duty. 
9.	 Children should not be thrown, nor should they be on adults’  
	 shoulders. 
10.	 Any child not fully potty-trained must wear a swim diaper.

CAMP CHANGES 
All changes in camp registrations must be requested in writing 
at least seven (7) days prior to the beginning of the camp week 
and approved by the appropriate Camp Director. Changes in camp 
registration, once a session has begun, are subject to space 
availability and the approval of the Camp Director. Changes due to 
medical reasons must be accompanied by a physician’s note. A $10 
processing fee will apply to each change. Please choose wisely when 
registering your child/children for each camp week as we determine 
staff and supplies based on weekly rosters. 

CAMP REFUNDS 
If the Y is notified in writing at least seven (7) days before the camp 
week starts, the camp fee, minus the $25 deposit, will be returned. 
No refunds or credits will be issued for cancellations after this 
time. In the case of extended illness (more than three (3) days), 
as certified by a physician’s note, or relocation from the service 
area, refunds may be given with approval of the appropriate Camp 
Director. 
Note: Camp deposits are not refundable and cannot be applied 
to another child or another session of camp. 

PIZZA FRIDAYS 
We will offer a pizza lunch every Friday that can be added to your 
weekly payment. The cost is $3.00 for one slice of pizza, a garlic 
knot, and a juice. An additional slice of pizza is $1.50 per slice. 
During the last week of camp, pizza will be available Thursday 
August 23, 2012.
